● be part of talks when we make choices about 

what is important to them 

● be part of talks about policies. 

Policies are rules for what we want to happen. 

We will make sure people with disability can get 

information from the Government about 

● rights 

● services 

● programs. 
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We will make sure people with disability can get 

better access to 

● health 

● housing 

● education. 

We will make sure people with disability can 

● feel safe 

● get around in the community. 

We will make sure people with disability have 

more ways to 

● get jobs 

● keep jobs. 
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We will check that we do a good job 

We will make a new group to check that we do 

a good job with the strategy and the first plan. 

The new group will be called the 

ACT Disability Strategy Governance Group. 

The group will 

● include people with disability 

● work with people in the community to check 

– what is working well in the community 

– what we can do better for the next plan.
